TIps

Rule of 3: items in groups of three are
more appealing than other group sizes

Fill Up: Fill empty windows or up to two
rows in in a column

Face Out: Covers are eye catching and
appealing - face out items where there’s
adequate space

Fronting: Pull face out items up towards
the front edge of the shelf
