characterization, conducting Phase I and Phase II Environmental Assessments, and 

advising on cleanup planning.  Contractors are invited to submit a proposal outlining their 

experience and qualifications in performing work directly related to the services required.

There will be no 

formal opening.  Facsimile proposals will not be accepted.  Proposals will not be accepted 

after the stated closing date and time. Late proposals will be returned to the applicant 

unopened.

All proposers are required to comply with the 

provisions of Oregon Revised Statutes and Beaverton’s Contract Review Board Policy. 

 

The City of Beaverton reserves the right (1) to reject any or all proposals not in compliance 

with public bidding procedures, 2) to postpone award of the contract for a period not to 

exceed ninety (90) days from date of proposal opening, (3) to waive informalities in the 

proposals, and (4) to select the proposal which appears to be in the best interest of the City.
