I would like to offer this additional testimony on behalf of 175" Neighborhood Association:

In this testimony | wish to make the following 2 new paints:

1) Putting the sole entry/exits for the South Cooper Mountain Heights early phases onto 175"
creates undue safety hazards for students of the new high school

2) Washington County Transportation Futures Study Team has acknowledged that 175Mis a
significant traffic problem today and the Transportation Planners have put out, in the form of a
survey, an alternative to carry the North-South traffic more safely Around the Mountain.

The Kittelson Traffic impact analysis makes the prediction that ~80% of the traffic from the Applicant’s
residents will turn south out of the development onto Scholls Ferry or Roy Rogers. Yet, the entry/exits
for the early phases dump right out opposite the new high school where you will have students with
their cell phones, skate boards, bicycles and other distractions to add to the safety hazards of this road.
This is a chaotic image in my mind: residents in a hurry to get to work facing the traffic on Scholls Ferry,
students rushing to classes while other children dawdling along typing that one last text before school
starts. All channeled onto these few yards of roadway — when this can be avoided. Move the access.

The State of Oregon commissioned the Washington County Transportation Futures Study Team to
appoint members from all disciplines across our County to look at our transportation issues and to
provide feedback to our Transportation planners for the next 20-50 years. When | attended these
meetings as a public viewer, | was surprised to see that the problems of 175" were recognized as one of
the top problems for the County — amongst others. And, this past week, the outcomes and
recommendations of the Study Team have been published in the form of a survey to the people of
Washington County to obtain your feedback — yes, that includes the residents of Beaverton —and |
encourage all of you to participate — BEFORE the 19 February deadline. The website to participate is:

www.savel75th.org. We also note that we need a solution SOONER rather than 20 years from now.




In this Open House document, there are two Scenarios which have predictions of population growth,
employment growth and population densities — and ideas on how we might upgrade our transportation
to accommodate this growth. | can tell you that turning 175" into anything close to a throughway is not
on that list! In the MAJOR ROADS section, there is a new road drawn (I have added our tag, Around the
Mountain, here for convenience). This is the safer, flatter all-weather road to carry cars, buses and
trucks. This is needed to carry the traffic away from the Scholls Ferry/ 175" area.

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We are asking the City of Beaverton to join in and see this new direction and do what is best for your
own residents as well as for the residents of the County by moving one of the access roads away from
175" towards Scholls Ferry Rd. '

channeling new traffic onto 175" is counterproductive to these efforts. We welcome partnering with
West Hills Development and with the City of Beaverton towards providing safer and greater mobility for
their future residents.
